For we saw his star when it rose and have come to worship 
him.’ When Herod the king heard this, he was troubled, and all Jerusalem with him;

They told him, ‘In Bethlehem of Judea, for so it is 
written by the prophet: 
“And you, O Bethlehem, in the land of Judah, 
are by no means least among the rulers of Judah;
